Join us for the 22nd Annual Rock Bridge Lions Club Shoot for Sight on Saturday, 

June 11, 2016. Shooters from across the midwest will converge on River Hills 

Sporting Clays in Boonville to shoot and raise moneys to benefit the State Sight 

Project of Missouri Lions, Saving Sight. Located high on the bluffs above the 

Missouri River, incorporating the rolling meadows and deep wooded valleys, the 

Rock Bridge Lions Club Shoot for Sight has something to offer shooters of all 

levels. Shooters will be presented with a wide variety of targets that mimic the 

setting and flight path of game, such as flushing, crossing, incoming and other 

angling shots. At any station, targets may be thrown as singles, simultaneous 

pairs, following pairs, or report pairs.  

 

There will be two tournaments that day: a 100-target competition, and a two-

person scramble with 75 targets.  Cash prizes for both tournaments will be 

awarded to 1st through 3rd place according to Lewis Class scoring.  Class 

designations and prize amounts based on the scores and number of shooters on 

June 11, as recommended by the NSSA.  An additional cash prize option is 
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available for the 100-target tournament and mulligans can be purchased for the 

two-person scramble.
